	2- Declarations of Interest

	3- Police Update
	The police presented the following report:-
· Inconsiderate parking outside the school.  The police will attend when shifts allow.
· In December there were reports of lampers in fields off the A525.
· RTC:- single vehicle incident on A495 near Bronington.

· BOTD:- locks removed from outbuilding at a property, not confirmed if anything was taken.
· Drink Driving:- one person arrested and charged for driving over the prescribed alcohol limit.

· ASB:- altercation between two persons over parking issues.  Advice given.

Cllrs raised the following concerns:-

· The accident hotspot accident hotspot on the A495 between the turning for School Lane, Bronington and Bronington church on the A495.  The Clerk is to contact Highways to enquire as to what safety measures can be implemented at the site.

· Inconsiderate parking in Bronington Park at school drop off and collection times.

	4-  Adoption of the minutes
	Resolved:- The minutes of the business meeting that was held on Wednesday 7th December 2016 were proposed by Cllr Warren and seconded by Cllr Henderson.  The minutes were then adopted and signed as correct. 
	

	5-Matters Arising
	The following faults remain outstanding.  The Clerk has contacted Highways to enquire when the repairs / works will be completed, but no response has been received to date:-
5.1.1 Grids:- The grids on the A525 are full.  
5.1.2 Road Surface:- The road from Lower Wych to Eglwys Cross needs resurfacing especially at the turning for Tallarn Green.  
5.1.3 Road Condition:- Back Lane, off Chapel Lane, Bronington (located on the road opposite Green Dragon Farm on the A495). Is in poor condition as the grass verges are spreading out into the road and grass is growing down the middle of the road.  
5.1.4 Road Grids:- At Rhos Both a road grid is loose and the road surface is broken up around the grid.  
5.1.5 Footpath:- The footpath on the A525 located outside Little Green Farm to Eglwys Cross is in a poor state of disrepair.  This is causing a hazard for pedestrians using the footpath.  
5.1.6 Blocked grids:- Outside Redbrook House, Redbrook Maelor.  
5.1.7 Blocked Grids:- At the junction of Whitewell Road and Smokey Lane.  
5.1.8 Road Surface:- Road is breaking up again on Whitewell Road (this has happened before at this location due to a badgers set).  
5.1.9 Potholes:- located from Fenns Lane to the junction with Brick Walls Lane.  
5.1.10 Potholes:- Ty Broughton to Lower Wych (the potholes are causing hazardous driving conditions as drivers are having to drive on the wrong side of the road to avoid large potholes).

5.1.11 Potholes:- Road north of Eastwick Farm (this was due to be repaired two years ago) – there are two major potholes / road subsidence.

5.1.12 Pothole:- Located at junction at Eglwys Cross.  
5.1.13 Overgrown Footpath:- From Moss Lane to Chapel Lane the grass is growing across the footpath and is overgrown.

5.1.14 Conery Lane, Bronington:- Numerous potholes.
5.1.15 Potholes:- located on Bowkers Lane.
5.1.16 Potholes:- located from Broad Oak Farm to Pinfold Farm. 
5.1.17 Blocked Grids:- Located on the A495.
5.1.18 Potholes:- Located Smokey Lane and Whitewell Road are getting worse.
5.1.20  Potholes:- located on Broomers Lane and Mannings Lane.

5.1.21  Blocked Grids:- located on Whitewell Lane past Whitewell Church and are causing road subsidence.

5.2        Defibrillators:- British Heart Foundation has advised that the next round of funding will be available will be March / April.

5.3        Land on School Lane:- The clerk has written to Hanmer Estate, to establish whether the land could be used for parking by the parents of children attending Bronington School.   No response has been received to date.
5.4        Post Box:- the post box located at Hen Roost by the Copper Tree Gallery has now been reinstated.

	14.1 Applications Received:-
P/2016/1052 – change of use of garage to self-contained dwelling at The Fields, School Lane, Bronington
The Council notified WCBC that they did not support the application due to Highways concerns.  WCBC have since contacted the Council to advise that the description of development has now also been amended to the following:-

‘Change of use of part of garage to annexe accommodation’.  
There are no facilities for independent occupation of the annexe therefore it can only be occupied by someone who is dependent upon the main dwelling.  It will therefore not be a separate dwelling.  It is effectively additional, albeit detached, accommodation for the main dwelling.   If granted the building would be subject to a condition limiting its use to ancillary (i.e. annexe) accommodation only.

The Council agreed to withdraw their objection based on the above conditions.

	16- Community Room
	The Council agreed to form a working group consisting of Cllrs Reardon, Brodie, Warren and Turner to draw up plans for the proposed community room at the school.
All Cllrs are to prepare a ‘wish list’ for ideas how to use the community room.  These will be considered at the next Council meeting.
	

	17- Christmas
	Community Carols around the Christmas Tree took place on Thursday 22nd December.  Refreshments were served; around 50 people attended and the Rotary Club visited the village with Father Christmas.
	

	18- Councillors Questions
	18.1 Solar Farm:- A resident has written to the Council regarding the subject of disposal of two council owned farms, and the retention of 54 acres of farm land for a PV Solar Farm in Bronington which was discussed earlier this month at the Council’s Executive committee and has been voted through to proceed to the next stage.
The Clerk has written to the Council to find out further information about the matter as no one from WCBC has contacted Bronington Community Council regarding the matter.
18.2 Milk Sign:- the sign is still causing obstruction for drivers.  The Council are to request that the sign be moved to the opposite side of the road.

18.3 A41 and A49:- The Clerk is to report the state of the roads to Whitchurch Town Council at the McDonalds roundabout and A41 / A49 roundabout.

18.4 Bridge on A525:- The Clerk is to report flooding concerns at the first bridge located on the A525 coming from the McDonalds roundabout.

18.5 Vacant Properties / Land owned by WCBC:- The Clerk is to contact WCBC to enquire what they intend to do with various vacant properties / land that are owned by WCBC.  These include Long Lane Farm, Bronington; Woodlands, Bronington; 20 acres of land opposite Boundary Garage (which hasn’t been farmed for at least 3 years) and land at Conery Lane, Bronington.
18.6 The following issues are to be reported to Highways:-
18.6.1 Broomers Lane, Iscoyd:- huge pothole located outside Iscoyd House.
18.6.2 New Hall Lane, Bronington:- attention required to improve road surface.

18.6.3 Blocked Grids:- located on the A495 between School Lane and Bronington Church.
18.6.4 Lower Barns, Ty Broughton:- potholes are getting worse with drivers using the grass verges to avoid the potholes.

18.6.5 A525:- potholes are increasing in size at the following locations on the A525 – in front of Boundary garage; outside Ruscoe Farm; at the top of Broad Oak Bank and at Painters Green.

18.7 The Council agreed to invite Gareth Matthews, Highways at WCBC, to a future meeting for an update regarding the situation.

18.8 Bronington Church:- A new kissing gate has been installed to the rear of the church.  Work is underway to repair brickwork of the church.
