	12- Participatory Budget
	The Council received presentations and requests from the following organisations for participatory budget funding: -
1. Rainbows:– flag, neckers and wheeled trolleys to store equipment - £415.42
2. Bronington School:– equipment for the outside play area including bins, signs and play equipment - £1,500.00

3. Bronington Church:– maintenance for fabric of the church - £1,000.00 - £2,000.00

4. Bumblebees Playgroup:– permanent outdoor structure to provide shade - £1,700.00

5. Whitewell Parish Rooms Committee:– purchase and install an old red phone box to install a book exchange - £3,500.00

Total cost of requests for participatory budget funding is £9,115.42.

The Council agreed to set up a working group consisting of Cllrs Lewis, Reardon, Hill and Edwards to consider the requests and help “applicants” firm up their costing and make sure the idea is viable. The team will identify additional funding from public, private and charitable sources to swell the core fund so that as many ideas as possible can be funded. 
The second Participatory Budget meeting will take place on Wednesday 19th June where the viable projects are to be presented again, and the public meeting hold a ballot there and then to decide which projects will be funded. 
The Clerk is to write to the organisations to explain the process, advise that there is only a limited amount of funding available and how the funding is allocated at the second Participatory Budget meeting.

17.2   Road Surface A495:- road is breaking up opposite the entrance to Chapel Lane, Bronington.  Vehicles are having to swerve to avoid the poor state of the road causing a safety hazard.  The Clerk is to report to Highways.

17.3   Pavement A495:- the state of the footpath on the A495 by Bronington has deteriorated further and the kerbs are now level with the road causing a serious safety hazard for pedestrians.  The Clerk is to report to Highways. STILL NOT MENDED
17.4    Dog Fouling:- there has been an increase in dog fouling throughout the ward especially School Lane in Bronington, Broomers Lane in Iscoyd and Whitewell.  The Clerk is to contact WCBC and request signage; additional bins and for a visit from the dog warden.
